Can I come to the pool if I do not live in Sun 'N Lake? 

Absolutely! The daily rate to for a non-resident is $15/per person per day (ages 3 and over.) Ages 2 and under, are 
free. 

 

I have a Pool Membership; can I bring a guest with me? 

You sure can! Thank you for asking! A member of the pool can bring up to 5 guests, regardless if they live in Sun 'n 
Lake, for the Sun 'n Lake Resident Daily Rate of $5/per person per day (ages 3 and over).  

 

Am I able to rent the pool for a party or gathering? 

No, our pool facility is not available for rental reservations. If you would like to have food or a cake, you are permitted 
to do so at the dining tables provided. However, we are not able to restrict pool guests to a limited group, and the 
pool facility will be open for pool members and public use though daily passes. Also, any guest attending the pool 
facility for the day must sign a waiver of liability and pay the daily rate applicable.

I am not going swimming; do I still need to pay the daily rate? 

Yes, any individual entering the pool facility (deck, sitting or dining areas or pool itself) must pay the daily rate 
applicable – if they do not have a pool membership.  

 

Can we bring our own food or drinks? 

If you would like to have food, you are permitted to do so at the dining tables provided. Eating in or beside the pool is 
strictly prohibited.  

 

I am here with a daily pass to the pool- may I leave and return on the same day? 

Yes! Simply keep your receipt and you are welcome to leave as many times as you would like for the day the pass was 
issued. 

 

Are floats allowed in the pool? 

The only floatation devices permitted in the pool are pool noodles and infant/toddler sized floats. Large or adult 
floats are not permitted at any time. 

 

May I attend pool classes if I do not have a membership? 

No, pool classes are an exclusive benefit of pool memberships.

What are the rules to rent the Community Center? 

Community Center Rentals: 

- Required documentation for rental: rental agreement, room set-up layout, proof of residency (only applies if 
you are renting the facility at the resident rate). 

- Due dates for the required paperwork is as follows: 

o Contract: Due with rental deposit to secure date, rental balance is due 30 days prior to rental 

o Room set-up layout: Due 7 business days prior to rental 

o Proof of Residency/Valid Driver’s License: Due with contract 

- Week-of Rental Information: 

o The option to rent the Community Center the day before your rental for 4 hours is available if you 
need additional set-up time. The cost is $200 for residents and $475 for non-residents. This is due with 
the rental balance 30 days prior to the rental, or at the time of request if within 30 days. 

o A key and small clean-up kit (with instructions) will be provided to you the day before your rental. 
This can be picked up at the Recreation Complex. 

o If applicable, your rental deposit will be refunded to you within 30 days after your rental. Our team 
will call you when your check is ready to be picked up and will be made payable to the person listed 
on the rental agreement. An ID will be required for pick-up. 

- Alcohol:
